Most likely no one will ever threaten to throw you into a fiery furnace or a den of
lions because of your faith in Jesus Christ. But none of us get through this life
without a trial of faith. We can all benefit from the example of people like Dan-
iel, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-nego, who were taken captive as young men
by the mighty Babylonian Empire (see 2 Kings 24:10-16). These young people
were surrounded by an unfamiliar culture with different values, and they faced
great temptations to abandon their beliefs and righteous traditions. Yet they
remained true to their covenants. Like Joseph in Egypt and Esther in Persia,
Daniel and his friends in Babylon kept their faith in God, and God worked miracles
that still inspire believers to this day.

How did they find the strength to remain so faithful? They did those small and
simple things that God has asked all of us to do—praying, fasting, choosing good
friends, trusting in God, and being a light to others. As we are strengthened by
doing these same small and simple things, we can face the lions and fiery
furnaces in our own lives with faith.
