Jesus Christ and His gospel can change you.   Luke quoted an ancient prophecy of   
Isaiah that described the effect that the Savior’s coming would have: “Every valley 
shall be filled,  and every mountain and hill shall be brought low;  and the crooked 
shall be made straight,  and the rough ways shall be made smooth” (Luke 3:5; see also 
Isaiah 40:4).
